In honoring Mrs. Chen’s extraordinary contributions to the community and CAPSA and in
celebrating her love for writing, this Essay Award is established to promote community
services and to carry on Mrs. Chen’s mission of making our society a better place.

Eligibility:
All CAPSA participants including adult volunteers, adult class students, coordinators, tutees, tutors,

workshop attendees, and parents of tutees or tutors EXCEPT CAPSA Advisory Board members and
officers are eligible to participate in this contest.

Criteria:

The essay should describe your significant community service experience and how your effort and
involvement have made our community a better place. Essays will be judged based upon the impact of
its message, literary voice, and writing style. It can be written in either English or Chinese and should
be between 300 and 500 words. Essays exceeding the 500 word limit will be disqualified.

Selection & Award:

Three winners and several honorable mentions will be selected from the entries in May 2011. The
winning entries will be published in the 2011 CAPSA Newsletter, along with entries that receive the
commendation of the jury. First, second and third prize winners will receive $300, $250, and $200
respectively. Each honorable mention will receive a certificate. Prizes and certificates will be awarded
at the CAPSA Annual Award Ceremony on May 21, 2011.
